FRIGHTFUL FACTS

Henry Ill was given a white bear (thought to be a polar bear) by King Haakon IV of
Norway in 1252. He kept it in the Tower of London, and had

it taken down to the River Thames each morning to swim and

catch fish.

Edward I’s nickname was “The Hammer of the Scots.” Dur-
ing the Siege of Stirling Castle in 1304, Edward commis-
sioned the construction of a gigantic trebuchet that became
known as the Warwolf. The sight of the enormous catapult
being built outside the castle walls was enough to make
those inside to offer an unconditional surrender—but Edward
had none of it, and did not accept the surrender until after he
had tried the Warwolf out.

Charles VI of France became king at the age of 21 and
things went so well at first that he was called “Charles the
Beloved.” But then, at the age of 32, mental illness took hold,
He believed he was made of glass and would shatter if
touched. Quickly, he went from being known as “Charles the
Beloved” to “Charles the Mad.”
